
 
    

2021 NTTC CLUB RULES & BOOKING RULES 

 

Please review all rules before participating in club activities. It is also mandatory to review 

the City of Toronto Guidelines for Tennis Club during Covid-19.

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I. 2021 SEASON RULES 

• The club hours for 2021 (May-October): 

MONDAY-FRIDAY:  8:00am - 10:40pm 

SATURDAY & SUNDAY: 8:00am-10:40pm 

PUBLIC HOURS: Sundays 4:30pm-10:30pm & Statutory holidays 8:00am-10:00am (May-October) 

 

• The clubhouse and washroom are available for staff only 

• Public Washrooms will be available to members for most of the season outside the front of the clubhouse 

and will be operated by the City 

• No club tennis balls are available – members must bring their own  

• No loaner rackets are available  

• No guests are allowed – all players must be members 

• Social events and organized programming will not be available at this time 

• All members must book a court and have a pre-arranged booking   

• Drop in bookings are not available 

• Access to the water dispenser will not be available this year – members must bring their own water 

• Chairs or seating areas will not be available on any courts or club grounds 

• During non-monitoring hours members can use the front gate with a code – the side gate will be locked 

this season – MEMBERS MUST KEEP THE FRONT GATE DOOR CLOSED AT ALL TIMES (except during public hours)  

• Court bookings are 40 minutes of play for singles and 80 minutes of play for doubles – DOUBLES PLAY IS 

PERMITTED AT THIS TIME   

• Spectators are NOT allowed on court at any time 

• All members must arrive only 5 minutes before their scheduled playing time and wait in the designated 

waiting area outside of the main gate 

• During non-monitoring hours members must wait until the court changeover takes place – DO NOT 

ENTER THE COURTS UNTIL THE CHANGEOVER TIME – ROTATION TIMES WILL BE POSTED 

• All members must be signed in by our court monitor during monitoring hours

• During monitoring hours junior beginner members must be accompanied by an adult member  

• Members may play only once per day – double booking is not permitted 

• Members must follow the member code of conduct at all times 

II. BEFORE PLAYING 

• All players are to sanitize their hands before going on court. Sanitizing stations will be set up outside the 

clubhouse beside Court 1 and in front of the main gate 

• Please wear a mask in waiting areas if social distancing is not possible 

• All members must maintain a physical distance of at least 6 feet. 

• Take all belongings and any garbage with you after play. 

• Members who show signs of illness will not be permitted to play. 

• Members must have their shoe tag available at all times 

II. ON COURT 

• Chairs and benches will not be available at this time. 

• It is recommended that you keep track of the can number on your tennis balls and prevent balls from 

mixing with other courts. Each player should bring their own can of tennis balls.  One set of tennis balls 

should be marked and used by only that player.   

IV. LESSONS (LESSONS ARE CURRENTLY NOT PERMITTED AT THIS TIME) 

• All lessons are for members only (with the exception of designated Jr lesson times).  

• Lesson options will be based on the current guidelines and will be provided by the coaching staff. 

• Teaching Pro and student(s) are to remain on either side of the net, maintaining at least six feet apart at 

all times. 

• Only the Teaching Pro is permitted to touch/pickup the balls. No ball tubes are to be used unless the 

Teaching Pro makes use of it. Students can assist by pushing the balls to the net using their racquet. 

• Only the Teaching Pro is permitted to handle the teaching basket. It is to remain on the Pro’s side for the 

duration of the lesson. 

• Junior summer camps will be setup as clinics and will NOT have any clubhouse or patio access. 

• Teaching Pro and students(s) are to wash or sanitize their hands before going on court and leaving the 

court. 

 

 

 

 

 



 
    

2021 NTTC BOOKING SYSTEM RULES 

 

NTTC has invested in a new online booking system to better allow members to reserve courts 

during club hours.  All members will receive an email from TENNISBOOKINGS.COM with 

instructions on how to register.

*Monitoring hours: Monday-Friday 6:00pm-10:00pm - Saturday and Sunday 8:00am-5:00pm  

Booking slots are 40 minutes for singles play and 80 minutes for doubles play 

 

• Members can book 1 court time during regular club hours per day starting at 8:00am 

each day and 2 days in advance.  

• Double booking, or using other names/logins, and playing more than once a day is 

strictly prohibited and will be monitored 

• Members must cancel a court at least 8 hours in advance.  Members will receive 1 

warning – a 2nd violation will result in a suspension of online booking access. 

• Members who have a tennis lesson will not be able to book a court the same day. 

• In the event of rain the club will be closed and the booking site will be updated when 

possible 

• Designated Spring and Summer junior lesson and programs will be blocked off online.  

Monthly updates will indicate programming. 

• Members can only come to the club prior to their confirmed booking time – all 

members will be able to wait safely outside the main gate. 
*PLEASE DO NOT ENTER the courts until the monitor indicates a change-over – WHEN THERE IS NO 

MONITOR please follow the posted court time changes 

• During Public hours on Sundays from 4:30pm-10:30pm there are no online bookings.  

The courts are reserved first come first serve with 30minute rotations as per the City 

rules – the courts must be reserved in person at the club.
